f) Socio Epidemiological Outcomes Work Group- stands for SEOW.  This 

group brings together a few different state agencies with Brown University 

and University of RI.  The main goal is to discuss evaluation measures and 

ways to collaborate.  The RI Survey is currently being implemented with 

all Marijuana Block Grant recipients and will be implemented with all 

Partners For Success grant recipients.  By 2015, this survey will be offered 
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to all communities and BHDDH will pick up the data analysis tab.  This 

survey would ensure that proper questions on substance abuse prevention 

are being asked and measured across the state.  Additionally the 

Community Profiles were released.  It was emailed to all board members 

this afternoon.  If you are interested, click on the link.   

 

g) Programmatic Update- reviewed the document in packets. Jen attended 

MADD press awareness event in December.   

 

h) City Liaison Report about Leadership Changes (Elmer Pina)- East
