5 Approval of Common Core State Standards Aligned Elementary

Report Cards

Mrs. DiCenso: I'd like to call Kathy Suriani to the podium to quickly

explain why we need to vote on this.

Ms. Suriani: Good evening. We have had standard based report
cards and in the last few years we have aligned our curriculum to
Common Core Standards. In the last year, our Curriculum
Department spent a lot of time with teachers to report to parents what

their children are learning in schools.

Last night | was with parents who provided good feedback that we
added.

We are looking for your approval to use this in November.

Ms. Bonollo moved to approve the Common Core State Standards

Aligned Elementary Report Cards. Mr. Tenreiro seconded.,



Mr. Tenreiro: Someone used a good attempt to clarify for the parents.
Under Science, it talks about reading and writing literally. Is it a

contract guide or a literal score?

Ms. Suriani: Science standards are constantly changing. We will be
coming back with revisions in Science. There is a combination of

skills with concept and how it is used in literacy and reading.

We currently have a small group of teachers working on that and will

be rolling that out soon.

Mr. Tenreiro: Let’'s say my child is in the third grade and my child
doesn’t meet the concept and content and here it talks about the
student conducting evaluations. If misalignment is here, there must
be with the teacher. Is it multiple choice? Let’s change the guide, but

consider the skills services also with Science and Social Studies.

Ms. Suriani: We can certainly do that. The researching comes in the

writing part and we can come back with writing parts.

Mr. Tenreiro: The easiest solution might be the evaluation part.

Ms. Suriani: We will have to make sure it’s very clear to them.

Mr. Araujo: There has been a motion and it has been seconded with

changes down the road.



Ms. Suriani: | think you need to vote on the report cards and the

explanation can be provided.

Mr. Tenreiro: How are students doing instruction? Approve the

report card and say it's in transition?

Ms. Suriani: Science is in transition and that will be explained.

Ms. Nordquist: When are you meeting with parents?

Ms. Suriani: Before the first report cards go out.

Ms. Nordquist: | remember the last time there were many questions.

Ms. Suriani: | do not think this will look as different to parents, but do

think they will have a lot of questions.

Ms. Cano: We are already using tools for progress and they are

about to change?

Ms. Suriani: At the high schools.

Ms. Cano: We should have translators at the schools for the parents

who speak Portuguese and Spanish and we can utilize the head

phones and interpreters for the parents.



Ms. Bonollo: As Alan was saying do you have a final timeline so our
teachers know what they are supposed to be teaching and know what

they’'re teaching?

Mrs. DiCenso: The teachers already know what the Common Core
Standards are. Mr. Tenreiro brought up about the Science standards

being used at the elementary level.

When Mrs. Cylke was here, we received a grant and the Math
Coordinator has been working on those things with the teachers. We
need to look at the curriculum environment. We are looking at
putting processes in place. We need to look at how the districts are

planning especially grades one through five in math and science.

Ms. Bonollo: Alan said report cards and curriculum are not in line.

When will this be fixed so that people can interpret?

Ms. Suriani: When you look at the guide we can be more specific as
to how grades can be reported. Teachers do conduct research
reading and writing. We can look to see where to put it in the report
card.

A lot is inquiry and research based because they do use Kkits.

We will have discussions and meetings on this and that information



will go out. We’ll have to do it within the next few weeks.

Mrs. DiCenso: We can hold a special meeting to conduct this or
approve the report card side and Kathy can do a presentation for a

guide side.

Mr. Spooner: This has nothing to do with Administration and
teachers, but my nephews recently stayed with me and | watched as
they did their homework. My nephews had calculators to do division
because the teachers do not want to see the work. The teachers
don’t want the students to waste paper. This is beautiful and elegant,
but this is the sort of thing that drives me nuts. All these concepts of
addition, subtraction, long division and fractions do not matter as
long as they get the answer. It doesn’t matter how they get it, just

that they get it. It’s time to go backwards in this.

Ms. Suriani: Yes.

Xl Presentation/Discussion Items
1. Charter School Forecast 2014-2015

Mrs. DiCenso: The Mayoral Academy increased their enrollment by
90 students which has increased the enrollment to 350 and are

increasing the pool to Providence and Central Falls as well.
Please note the estimates are different and greater this year. Melissa
Devine is really questioning attendance. We are contesting $1,702, an

equivalent of $48,000 from the Rhode Island Nurses Institute.

Ms. Devine: We received the first tuition bill for the nursing students



and there was a 12+ and it is also being fought out by other districts.

Mrs. DiCenso: It dips down in the fourth quarter.

Mr. Araujo: The cost of any increase would cost $2,720.00 to this

district?

Mrs. DiCenso: Yes. If you have any questions, please email me. Yes,

they are increasing to 95 students which includes Providence.
Mr. Tenreiro: | think some is about the inequity in each community. |
wonder if we could see percentage increase in the charter and public

school district.

Ms. Devine: There is a list on the RIDE website, but Pawtucket is

relatively low.

Mr. Tenreiro: How much is the increase for students to stay in public

schools?

Ms. Devine: It's gone up about $50.00.

If spending the same amount of money in budget, the percentage will

be a lot lower and it’s less costly to pay to go to charter.

If they are not in-district students, it's a 100% increase and the per



pupil cost is $12,900.00, for a charter school student it is $2,790.00.

Ms. Bonollo: What is the current enrollment?

Ms. Devine: |think it’'s about 8,900.

Mrs. DiCenso: It's 9,140.

Ms. Devine: Well Hersh is not here tonight and he would be the one

to provide us with that information.

Ms. Bonollo; Do we have room for them all?

Mrs. DiCenso: No.

Ms. Bonollo: Where do we put them?

Mrs. DiCenso: | wonder why they are leaving. | think we should be

more competitive but | understand they have a choice.

2. Monthly Vendor Expense Report

Ms. Devine: September shows $257,571.14. This is the checks

iIssued in the month of September including all sources and vendors

including bond monies.



Ms. Bonollo: Do we still have a balanced budget?

Ms. Devine: Yes we are working together with the Superintendent as
a result of the out of district placements. We're in a good place right
now. | think it would be advantageous to get another approval from

you.

Xl Superintendent’s Report

Mrs. DiCenso: | want to thank the Administrators and especially the
custodial team for increasing their efforts at the schools during this
season and | want to thank the support of the teachers. Melissa and |
are working on the budget such as electricity and making

adjustments as we go forward.

We have a very good curriculum for math and science in elementary
and we also need to focus on technology as we head to get the kids
PAARC ready.

Xl Special Report of School Committee Members

Ms. Bonollo: The Wellness Committee had a meeting last week. The
Committee will meet every other month and will have a subcommittee
who can focus on the wellness policy. Also get ready for a spring

project for families also the Backpackers.



| will put a packet together and get it to the teachers. It was a good
meeting and very well attended. The Warm Heart Coat Collection is
coming up. We see an increase in people who show up every year
and it is huge. So if you have any gently worn coats, hats, mittens,
gloves and clothing that will keep some of our families warm this

Ms. Cano: | want to give you some information for the third annual
conference called “Mapping for Success, Are You Ready?” It's a one
day workshop for students and parents.
