> > Gary Cote opened the discussion by introducing Robin Leroux as

the new Clerk.

> > The meeting proceeded with the information on a possible offer

on the house and property next door. The offer was brought to the

Boards attention by Keith Calci, who was not able to attend. The offer

was for $25,000. The most recent market analysis of the property was

for $50,000. Gary Cote and Shirley Matthews discussed checking into

advertising the property at public auction with a $25,000 reserve to

see if more money could be earned in the sale. It was also discussed

that the Chief took a $1,000 deposit for the property. Gary Cote stated

he did not think the chief had the legal authority to accept a deposit



and the deposit should be returned. Council agreed it should not be

binding. Shirley Matthews discussed the issue of fire fighters parking

on the property and the insurance liability for the district or new

owner and that special coverage would be required. Gary Cote

brought up the offer he was approached with for the property and

house. The District would retain ownership with the buyer offering to

remodel and try to sell within one year. If the property sells the buyer

would pay the district $50,000. If it did not sell the District would

retain the property and all improvements after the year was up. TJ

Matola stated they would need to speak with Council for any property

sale offers. Gary Cote motioned to research and post public auction

with a reserve of $25,000. TJ Matola 2nd the motion. Gary Cote voted

yes, Shirley Matthews voted yes, TJ Matola voted yes and Edward

Webster opposed.

> > Gary Cote discussed the Cola Insurance for the Union employees.

He suggested ways of the District funding the expense. One option is

to use the money that will be available when payments to former

Chief Murk end. Putting that money in CD's or IRA market funds till it

becomes self funding. At this time only 3 employees qualify. Gary

Cote motioned to negotiate with the union before they go to

arbitration. Ed Webster seconds the motion. All board members voted

yes.
