Chief - We will be covered with the amount they are refunding us.

Marie- Do we need the Stations the State wants to sell?

Chief- Our Fire engines will not fit in the Stations.

a. Fred wants to discuss the Saturday meeting the Receiver held.
The Receiver talked about selling some of the Stations and he assumed the Receiver
wanted to Sell Arnold Road and 117 and keep Washington and Hill Farm.
Chief said they are looking to see what Assets the District has. They are not looking at
just Stations they have a list.
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b. Cindy said they need to look at the Septic tanks.

Chief said Arnold Road is having a problem with the Septic tank.

c. Fred wants to inform everyone that Mr. Gagistino is volunteering all his services to the
District of Coventry. After the Receiver fired him in January and left them with no one to
count on with answers.

d. Fred would like to know if there are any other problems.

Chief said we received a really good price for protective clothing.

e. Fred- How many IOD are out.

Chief said we had 6 a month and a half ago and now we only have 2. He is working on
light duty.

f. Cindy asked when we will do expect them back.

Chief said he cannot answer that yet.

g. Fred said this meeting was more about finding out information about the problems with
Anthony.

Fred said he didn’t receive a report about what happened on Saturday.

h. Cindy asked about the junk we have been taking out of the Stations. She would like to

know if this is really junk or can we save anything.

Chief said all of these things are mostly junk.

Cindy asked if the men are doing maintenance work or are we paying them.

Chief said they have a normal schedule between cleaning and firefighting.
i. Cindy wants to know what Stations have mold.

Chief said we have different kind of mold.

j. Cindy would like to know if this mold is something that the men clean or would we hire a
company.

Chief said he would hire a company.

k. Fred would like to thank the Chief for the work he is doing.

Chief said this collaboration of the staff and the men.
Fred would like to that all the men for their help.

7. Public comment
a. Questions for the Chief:

a. Resident- He would like to know what is PPC rating
Chief said they a long standing organization. They see how the fire department is
preforming. For example: They look at how many fire hydrants, how the department is
operating, and other several things. They rate from 1-10, and 10 being the worse. Then
insurance see that the underwriters often use that to quote. CCFD use to have a 5/9
rating, but we just received a letter saying we were a 10.
Fred said this must be from people making us look bad. He feels this might be an over
down rate.

b. Resident- If we can’t sell the Stations would we give them back to the families, or keep
using them.
Chief said they could go back to the families, but Marie said we still use the Stations.

c. Resident- as the Fire Fighters leave what happens to their equipment?
Chief said this all depends on the condition of the equipment’s. If they are in good shape
then we will keep it. All the equipment is fitted to the men and if we can’t use it then we
let them take it.
