Hearings:



1) Randy S. Licciardi-viol # 3788. Mr. Licciardi is sworn in.

Tim Byrne read the violation: On June 10, 2009 an HVAC installation
took place for Joan Sprague of 901 Halifax Drive, Warwick, Rl. Mr.>
Licciardi holds an RM2 license, #7793 with this department; he is not
licensed to install hot air furnaces. This is a violation of RIGL
28-27-5-“practice for which a master license is required”. Mr.
Licciardi does not hold a pipefitter license. After checking with the
City of Warwick, it became apparent that no mechanical permit was
taken out with the city. This is a violation of RIGL 28-27-20 ’'state and
municipal inspections and installation permits”. Two violations at
$500.00 each for a total of $1000.00. Randy Licciardi addressed the
board. The board questioned Mr. Licciardi. Tim Byrne made a motion
that viol#3788 did occur, seconded by Bobby Joe Harris. Passed
unanimously by the board.

Tim Byrne made a motion that the fine of $1000.00 be upheld,

seconded by Dennis Brennan. Passed unanimously by the board.

2) Gerald Kurtzman, c/o K V Mechanical Cont. Inc. All parties are
sworn in, including Glenn Dusablon, Chief Electrical Investigator.

Tim Byrne read the violation: Two individuals were installing duct
work at the Petco Store, 300 Quaker Lane, Warwick, RI. They were
David Schryer if 5 Hoyt Street, Danbury CT and Anthony Bartoni of 16
Grahaber Avenue, Tolland CT. The work being done was withessed
by Glenn Dusablon, Chief Electrical Investigator for the RI
Department of Labor & Training. This is a violation of RIGL

28-27-5.1-"practice of which a journeyperson or apprentice license



required”, for two violations. Also there was no permit for the job,
this is a violation of RIGL 228-27-2—"state and municipal inspections
and installation permits”, for one violation. Two vans on the job site
were not properly decaled, this is a violation of RIGL 28-27-19-'license
displayed in place of business’, for tow violations and there was no
master licensed within the firm or corporation, this is a violation of
RIGL 28-27-5-“praceice for which a master or contractor license
required”, for one violation, for a total of 6 violations at $500.00 for a
total of $3000.00. Glenn Dusablon, Chief Electrical Investigator read
his report to the board. Roland Violette, Vice President of the
company addressed the board. The board questioned Mr. Violette.
Tim Byrne made a motion that viol#3822, regarding RIGL 28-27-5.1,
two counts, 28-27-20, one count, 28-27-19, two counts and 28-27-5, 1
count for a total of 6 violations did occur, seconded by Bobby Joe
Harris. Passed unanimously by the board.

Tim Byrne made a motion that the fine of $3000.00 be upheld,

seconded by Fred Feori. Passed unanimously by the board.

End of hearings.

Peter Bibby addressed the board on the possible reinstatement of his
license. Tim Byrne made a motion to table this until more information
Is researched and the board members have a chance to review,

seconded by Michael Januario. Passed unanimously by the board.

Passed

unanimously by the board.
