1. — Call to Order: Benjamin Copple, Legal Counsel for the
Department, opened the meeting at 9:10am. As Stanley Davies, Chair,
and Timothy Byrne, Vice Chair, are both absent for today’s meeting,
Mr. Copple asks for nominations for a temporary chair in light of the
absences. Dennis Brennan nominates Mr. Regan as the Vice Vice
Chair; seconded by Robert Eva and Fred Foeri.

RIGL 28-27-4.3 "Pipefitter apprentice", "refrigeration / air conditioning
apprentice", "journeyperson sprinkler fitter apprentice", and
"journeyperson sheet metal worker apprentice" defined - duration of

apprentice programs. (a)

RIGL. 28-27-5.1 "Practices for which a journeyperson or apprentice

license required."”

On October 11, 2012, Thomas Gravel (Rl Sheetmetal LLC) did have
Thomas Howard installing duct work at the above location. Mr.
Howard is a registered apprentice with the state of Rl but did not have
his apprentice license in his possession. Mr. Howard was also
working unsupervised. These are two violations of the above

referenced Rl General Laws. Two violations at $500.00 each.

E. Patrick Luther, RIDLT Investigator; Thomas Howard; and Nicholas

D. Ranone, Chief Mechanical Investigator, are sworn in for testimony.

Nicholas Ranone provides testimony. E. Patrick Luther provides
testimony. The Board questions Mr. Luther and Mr. Ranone. Mr.

Ranone clarifies that the requested fine is $1,000.00.

Thomas Howard provides testimony. Mr. Ranone addressed the

Board. The Board questions Mr. Howard.



Dennis Brennan made a motion that the violation did occur;
seconded by Michael Januario and passed unanimously by the
Board.

On the penalty, Robert Eva made a motion that if Mr. Howard does not
have any violations for the next year the charges be dropped;

seconded by Fred Foeri and passed unanimously by the Board.

The recommendation will be forwarded to the Director.

ANNOUNCEMENTS: Benjamin Copple announced to the Board that
this will be his last meeting with the Board as he has taken another
position with the Department of Health. The Board expressed their

congratulations.

***Dennis Brennan inquired about the agenda item regarding Conflict
of Interest.
