(ARRA Federal Stimulus Grant), and this .5 position will be paid out of the ARRA Grant. The
other part (.5) of the position will complement the position described in the ARRA Grant, and the
position will be paid out of existing LEA funds. Discussion followed. Motion failed. Vote = 1-
2-0.
