Goals:

3.	Continue to participate or partner with consumer focused

organizations, attend conferences and educational opportunities.

4.	Begin the process of designating a RISILC member to participate

on the Governor’s Commission on Disabilities (GCD) Legislative

Committee.

minimum of 4 times yearly (quarterly).



2.	Develop monitoring and reporting strategies for the State Plan as

introduced at SILC Congress.

1.	Cross train new recruits concerning all committee financial

responsibilities.

3.	Review Council’s expense limits when attending conferences and

events.

4.	Remember measured outcomes will force you to determine cost

effectiveness.

5.	Establish policies for reimbursement and approval of Council

members' expenses.
