Additional information we agreed needs to go into draft is that if the
town exceeds cap, it goes to the lowest commercial tier (approx.
$44/ton).

Donald Fox asked for recycling rates over the last 5 years for the cap.
So the Town Council can see how the cap goes down each year. Kim

Grant said she would look for that.



Kim Grant suggested for Sarah Kite of RIRRC to look over our report

and that was agreed upon.
