a.) AEMT/EMT-Cardiac Testing- Review and discussion from Jason Rhodes as to the
benefit of using the NREMT and its AEMT test process for new Cardiac students. The
AEMT exam would be used for initial license only; it would be up to the individual
license holder to decide if they want to maintain AEMT certification after the 2 years, or
remain a state licensed Cardiac. The AEMT exam and associated testing centers will
speed up the testing process for candidates. Recertification remains the same as current
practice. Dr. Alexander-Scott, Director of HEALTH reassured the committee that no
changes will be made without consultation of the ASAB. This fits the needs of
HEALTH, and is acceptable to the RISAFF, RIAFC, RI League of Cities and Towns
which were consulted with by Mr. Paul Valetta Jr.

Motion made by Medeiros stating, the NREMT AEMT examination process will be used
for all Cardiac candidates, for initial licensing exams only. Upon successful completion



of the test process, candidates will be licensed as a R AEMT-Cardiac for 3 years, and
will not be required to maintain their AEMT registration as a condition of their RI
AEMT Cardiac license; however individual candidates may choose to do so on their
own.
