 We have signed on as fiscal agent for his grant if he wins it.  We will get 8% for this 

service 
4. Head of School Update: Dee 

 BOR has changed, trying to include political climate and potential changes through the 
league.  Review of charter school process is changing. 

 Our school is accredited because we are a state recognized public school 

 Dee is not certified in administration- program in RI to have a mentor come in and work 
with her. There is an alternative certification process which requires 20 hours per week 
of mentorship by a certified administrator. Some charters have helped with this 
requirement by hiring a certified administrator for part time assistance with 
administrative duties.

 We have the grant for $85,000 for the national design competition  and most or all of
