Executive Director’s Report:

a. D. Ottaviano will be attending the July AESA conference in Santa Fe, NM
and will apply to be the regional representative.

b. D. Ottaviano reported on grants. She is working on a second Governor’s
Workforce Grant for Industry partnership. EBEC is also a contender for a
Champlin Grant.

c. Professional Development is still strong and will be reported in EBEC’s
Annual Report.

d. K. Crowley reported on the Career Academy’s year-end banquet. W.
Josephs reported on graduation rate and next year’s enrollment. On a
motion made by W. Rearick and seconded by K. Mercer, the Board voted
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7-1 to appoint W. Pabst as principal of the Career Academy. M. Theis was
opposed.

e. Ona motion by W. Rearick, seconded by M. Thies, the Board
unanimously approved the appointment of R. Kraeger as the EBEC Vice
Chair.

f.  Ona motion by W. Rearick, seconded by J. Schoonover, the Board
unanimously approved the appointment of R. Kraeger as RISSA

Board and D. Ottaviano is acting as their Secretary. USEF is looking to
increase Board membership and expand their programs to EBEC member
districts via grant opportunities.
