I. The meeting convened in Open Session. 

II. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by K. Crowley at 9:08am. 

III. Public Input: There was no public input. 

IV. Consent Agenda: On a motion by M. Cabral, seconded by R. Kraeger, the 

minutes from September approved with one abstention (A. Riley was not 

present at the September meeting).  

V. Executive Director’s Report 

a. D. Ottaviano reported on status of Legal issue involving Delta Education 

and Gemsnet districts.
