(E) Consideration of Cases on Appeal and Oral Argument:

(1) 12:35 PM, claim #4441, Tanzi vs. Jodoin, exceptions filed by the
respondent. The Board reviewed the exceptions, the claim and
information provided and listened to Mr. Tanzi, who stated no
payments were made since the last Board meeting. Having failed to
comply with the agreement reached, the Board upheld the decision of
the Commission and a Final Order is to be issued;

(2) 12:40 PM, claim #4527, Chellel vs. Tiberio, exceptions filed by the
respondent. The claimant was not in attendance, but informed the
Board that they were in agreement with the Proposed Order issued by
the Commission, Mr. Tiberio expressed his concerns on the decision
rendered and didn’t agree with the award or fines that were imposed.
After much discussion and review, the Board’s investigator, who
recently communicated to the claimant who was out of town,
suggested the contractor be allowed to return to the property and
have all work completed by a prescribed date. On a motion by Mr.
Ladouceur and seconded by Mr. Gialorenzo, the Board unanimously
upheld the order issued with a stipulation that it be stayed until
November 26th and upon inspection by Mr. Lewis, if complete the
matter could be closed, otherwise a final order would be issued as

proposed;



(3) 12:50 PM, claim #4448, Sullo vs. McKeon, exceptions filed by the
respondent, who failed to appear. The claimants were present and
were represented by counsel. Mr. Ladouceur the vice-chairman
recused himself having provided the claimant with an estimate to
assure no conflict, a form will be submitted to the Ethics Commission
for filing. Concern was expressed regarding insurance coverage and
the certificate provided to the Board as possibly being forged. The
Board asked Mr. Lanni to look into these allegations and set up a
hearing; the Board vs. the contractor on this matter. In discussing the
fine amounts, concern as to the ability to fine up to the value of the
contract. After review of the case, a motion was made by Mr. Carlone
and seconded by Ms. Turkel to uphold all the provisions of the
proposed order, except the suspension, which should be modified to
revocation. The matter passed unanimously;

(4) 01:05 PM, claim #4511, Piacente vs. Lisker, exceptions filed by the
respondent. Both parties were in attendance and had the opportunity
to address the board with concerns and exceptions. The respondent
stated he wasn’'t aware of the hearing and was working with the
investigator to try and resolve the matter. The investigator had sent
his report initially to the contractors previous address, but re-sent the
information to him at the address of record with the Board. The
respondent expressed concern that he was in the office (2) days prior
to the hearing and no one informed him of the hearing date. In review
of the record, the Executive Director read the face sheet which
indicated notice had been sent well in advance of the hearing to the

address of record. After further review of the file and asking more



guestions of both parties, a motion was made by Mr. Carlone and
seconded by Mr. Ladouceur to uphold the decision of the hearing
officer with the exception of the fines that will be reduced from $3,500
to $500 if the claimant is paid within thirty (30) days. The motion

carried unanimously.

(1) Committee Report: None to report on at this time, but will need to
establish new dates in the very near future to go forward on these
issues;

(2) Parking/ ID’s: Last card distributed;

(3) Year End Report: Provided information as to last years

performances.



(H) New Business:

(1) Attorney General: The Attorney General addressed the Board
regarding multiple issues. He first thanked all the members and staff
for their dedication and cooperation improving the industry. The
Board also expressed their appreciation for the services provided by
the General and his stall and especially Joseph Marran, Il in
prosecuting the Board’s cases and providing the Board with legal
counsel. The General expressed concerns on the unfunded programs
and concerns as to the exposure it puts on the state not providing the
services legislatively required. It is necessary to have the tools and
resources to perform and he offered assistance in helping
legislatively to try and resolve this problem. Mr. Ladouceur suggested
that a subcommittee be established with a cross section of
participants to appropriately develop legislation that could resolve
some of the issues confronting the agencies. The fine schedules to a
tiered system change to licensing and even potential felony charges.
Fines to help consumers could also be modified to go to the value of
the contract rather than the maximum of $10,000; at the hearing
officers discretion. The Executive Director for the Board asked
guestions regarding the new law 5-75 et el that requires the Board to
take action on a contractors registration for non-payment of taxes,
and information regarding social security numbers on applications.
Additionally, concerns over the arrest warrants being issued and
Judge Higgins concerns on how the contractors are informed. On the

matter of new changes to applications and the need to report



information to taxation, concerns were expressed that personnel
identity thief is a major concern in this technological age and it may
be compromised; also the constitutionality of requesting this
information was discussed. Many of the contractor members objected
to providing this information and the Executive Director responded
that this was required by Rl General Law pasted last legislative
session. Discussion on this matter extended to ACLU or RIBA
pursuing a court action as to this requirement. The Boards legal
counsel had concerns over the language and registration verses
licensing. The General was made aware of the Boards concerns in
this regard. The General again thanked the Board for their service and

looks forward to working with the Board in the future;

(2) Contract on Web: Due to time factor, this matter was tabled
until next month;

(3) Action on Registration: Requirements by RI Division of
Taxation, the Board reviewed information provided by the
Director regarding the law. Matter was discussed and some
suggestions made that it could put legislation in to have Division of
Motor Vehicles suspend licenses in conjunction of registrations if
payments on fines or restitution were not made or other actions.
Questions were posed as to any legal action taken on
constitutionality of law. Builders suggested maybe RIBA should be
informed of this matter. On a motion by Mr. Carlone and seconded by
Ms. Turkel the matter was put on hold until more research could be

done by the Board’s attorney as well as discussion with RIBA;



(4) Meeting Assoc. Dir./Auditor: On November 15th a meeting was
held with the Auditor staff, Assoc Director, Bob Brunell and George
Whalen to discuss programs, issues and streamlining operations.
The 3%-hour meeting mapped out how the process of registration
takes place, other unfunded mandates were mapped out and process
was established and needs to implement the programs
legislatively mandated. Some aspects may be out sourced to

reduce cost;

(5) Electronic Filing: Has been initiated as required by law. This

practice will continue.
