            (A) The meeting was called to order by the Chairman, Felix

Carlone, at 12:42 PM.

(B) Approval of the agenda and order of business was accepted on a

motion by Mr. William Nash and seconded by Mr. Paul Brunetti.

(C) The minutes of the 273rd meeting were approved on a motion by

Mr. Art Salisbury and seconded by Mr. Dave Caldwell.

(D) Court Case Update:                October 2012 - Court Ordered

Restitution/Fines:

 A review of the cases was continued until next month due to the

length of the Agenda.

(E) Review of Pending Issues with the Building Officials Association: 

1.) The Building Officials were represented by Chuck Phelps at this

meeting who expressed concerns in regard to the security measures

on our web-site and time expended by Building Officials to check on

contractor credentials. The Executive Director informed the Board



that this matter is still being reviewed by IT and that measures have

been taken to improve access.  Concerns were expressed by Board

members that first time accessing the site and doing the math

problem doesn’t work. This concern will be brought to the attention of

the computer experts.

N.E. Renovations, Richard Froais, Registration #25286 action

taken by Executive Director and notice of hearing on suspension was

discussed.

(F)   Consideration of Cases on Appeal and Oral Argument:  

1.)  12:40 PM, Claim #7755, Fallon vs. Pace, Respondents Registration

#33913, Linda Pace, Pace Granite Kitchen and Bath, exceptions filed

by the Respondent. Both parties were present and the Respondent’s

attorney presented exceptions in regard to the order issued by the

commission. The attorney rebutted the decision of the hearing officer

based on the facts provided in the proposed order. The Board

questioned why the principal was not present and what the

relationship was with the person who was present with the attorney. 

The person attending was Mr. Pace because his wife couldn’t attend;

however he was not involved with the company and only the attorney

could represent Linda Pace in regard to this appeal.  After more



questions and concerns as to the findings of facts, a motion was

made by Mr. Edgar Ladouceur and seconded by Felix Carlone to

remand the matter back to the hearing officer to better substantiate

the findings to reflect the decision rendered in the order. The motion

was called by the chair and decision was unanimous to remand

matter back to hearing officer and if need be a new hearing to assure

that the findings were sufficient to the issuance of the order.

2.) 1:00 PM, Claim #7716, Wilson vs. Kapuscinski, Respondents

Registration #12593, Ronald Kapuscinski, Four Seasons, exceptions

filed by the Respondent. Both parties were in attendance; however

Mr. Kapuscinski who filed the exceptions was unable to bring an

attorney as previously requested due to the fact that his former

attorney was fired and his new attorney was in court on a trial so

another request was made by Respondent for continuance.  After

much discussion and many questions by the Board members on the

advice of legal counsel to assure due process, a motion was made by

the chairman Felix Carlone and a second by Mr. Ladouceur to

continue this matter for the last time until next month, November 14,

2012.  Motion carried with two board members opposing, those being,

Eric Wishart and William Nash.  

3.)   1:20 PM, Review by Board of the reinstatement of Registration

#13667, Joseph Faria. Mr. Faria presented his request to remain

registered to the Board.  Members asked many questions of Mr. Faria

in regard to the jobs he performed and if any problems resulted.  The



executive director stated that no new claims had been filed with the

Board. After further discussion a motion was made by Felix Carlone

and seconded by Dave Caldwell to extend the six month probationary

period for another six months with the condition that at that time Mr.

Faria provide the Board with copies of contacts and checks received

during that time frame of work he performed. Motion passed

unanimously.
