MINUTES

289th Meeting Contractors’ Registration and Licensing Board
February 12, 2014

The meeting began with the pledge of allegiance to the flag of the
United States of

America led by a member of the Board.

(A) The meeting was called to order by the Chairman, Felix
Carlone, at 12:45 PM.

(B) Approval of the agenda and order of business was accepted on a

motion by Mr. Eric Wishart and seconded by Mr. David Caldwell.

(C) The minutes of the 288th meeting were approved; on a motion by

Mr. Arthur Salisbury and seconded by Mr. David Caldwell.

(D) Court Case Update: The court update was tabled until the March
12th meeting.

(E) Review of Pending Issues with the Building Officials Association:

1.) The Building Officials were represented by Mr. Brad Ward who

expressed

concerns over the affidavit regarding owner occupied properties and



the possibility of

putting a deed restriction on the property. This will be discussed
further at the

Building Officials meeting and possible legislation could be
submitted to achieve this

Objective this year.

(F) Consideration of Cases on Appeal and Oral Argument:

APPEALS and MOTIONS:

1. 12:40 PM: Matter of Claim #8056, James McCrystal vs. KMT
Property Maint. Inc., Sandra Sanchez, Registration #35607, matter
being appealed by the Respondent, with exceptions filed. This matter
at the request of legal counsel for the Respondent was put on the
schedule for next months meeting due to a court conflict. This matter
will be scheduled for the March 12, 2014 Board meeting.

2. 1:00 PM: Matter of Violation #9540 file, #1, The Respondent filed
exceptions in regard to action against registration #32761, Rest. Serv.
of NE first Res., Charles Fuller. The attorney, Ralph Ryan,
representing the Respondent in the matter of Sandra Sanchez, called
the office just prior to the appeal hearing on this matter to request a
continuance in regard to this case. Mr. Lanni, the investigator of this
matter, talked to the attorney and told him he would try to get

additional time, if he needed it, to show for today’s appeal. Mr. Lanni



after being sworn, presented to the Board the circumstances of this
case and explained that Mr. Bellotti, who was not part of the company
was in the hospital and that is why he was requesting the
continuance. The Board reviewed this matter further and decided on
a motion by Ed Ladouceur and second by Bill Nash to deny this
request for a continuance. Additionally; the matter was heard by the
Board and the file reviewed and discussed. A motion was made by
the Chair, Felix Carlone, to modify the decision as to the sections of
law cited to reflect 5-65-10 and 5-65-12 a (2); instead of 5-65-3. A
second was made by Ed Ladouceur and the motion called by the

chair; the motion passed unanimously.

3. 1:20 PM: Matter of Claim #8107, Gallo vs. Eric Alden, Alden
Painting, Registration #33432, exceptions filed by the Respondent.
The homeowner was present and the contractor, who had been
present but left just prior to the appeal being heard without providing
any explanation; based on sworn testimony from the Claimants. The
Board listened to the testimony of the Claimants and reviewed the
file. Upon review a motion was made by Ed Ladouceur to modify the
decision of the hearing officer to include additional fines for hiring
three unregistered contractors and not including a right of recission
clause or a mechanice lien notice in the contract: for a total amount
of $15,000.00; $5,000.00 for each of the three additional offenses. If
the contractor pays the homeowner, fines will be reduced by 75%. A
second was rendered by Felix Carlone and the chair called for the

motion, which passed unanimously.



4. 1:30 PM: Matter of Claim #8044, Lawton vs Soto Jr., Eddy Soto
Construction Registration #17516, exceptions filed by Homeowner.
Both parties were in attendance and the exceptions filed by the
Homeowner were heard. She presented her concerns and exceptions
to the Board who reviewed the file and asked several questions. She
felt that she was not allowed to present all her evidence at the hearing
and the stipulated order entered was not clear to her. Mr. Soto
presented his side and expressed concerns that he only did what the
homeowner told him to do and that the work had been inspected by
the third party involved in this claim. Board members were
concerned that the contract may not have been fulfilled as written and
on a motion by Ed Ladouceur and second by Eric Wishart the matter
was remanded back for a new hearing with all the members voted in
favor except Robert Cardoza who voted against sending the matter
back.

EXPUNGEMENTS:

1. 1:40 PM: Request from Michael Maguire, The Handyman Can, LLC.,
registration #27552, to expunge File # 9486 #1, Insurance
Cancellation. This matter was heard by the Board and after many
guestions and much discussion the Board on a Motion by Felix
Carlone and second by Eric Wishart, the violation was expunged

unanimously.



2. 1:45 PM: Request from Bryan Menge, Core Carpentry
Construction, LLC., to expunge claim #6188 and violation #2745. The
matter was heard by the Board. The Respondent explained the claim
and the violation to the members. After some discussion a motion
was made by Tom Furey and second by David Caldwell to remove
both of these items from the record. The motion was called by the

Chair and unanimously passed.

3. 1:.50 PM: Request from Barta Construction, LLC., Craig Barta,
Registration #719, to expunge File # 1303 #1 & 2, Insurance
Cancellations in 1994 and 2002. The Respondent was present and
presented his reasons for his request to expunge the record. After
several questions from members of the Board a motion was made by
Tom Furey and seconded by David Caldwell to expunge record.
Motion passed with only one member, Ed Ladouceur, voting to deny

request.

To pursue an injunction against Contractor Registration # 30,340, Eric

Boisse, and Richard Froais Registration #25,286. Mr. Lanni presented

these cases and concerns to

the Board and a review of the files was conducted. The Board on a
motion by Michael Fox and second by David Caldwell

requested that the appropriate action be taken by the

Attorney Generals Office. This motion passed

unanimously.

Lien Law changes will be reintroduced by the industry which was
never

acted on last year and several other changes may be necessary due
to court

decisions rendered this past year.

NASCLA
presentation will be
scheduled for the March 5, 2014 Special Board meeting to
review the
process and try to get this pre-registration education process

at least started.

(6.) Sub-Committees will need to have meetings to get the rules
and regulations

approved in a timely fashion.
