On 7/15/10 at approximately 2032 hours Officer Parrillo responded to
the Warwick Police Headquarters in reference to the report of an
assault that had taken place at the Dabormida Club on Pontiac Street
in Warwick. Upon arrival Officer Parrillo met with the victim who
provided a written statement to him stating that at 7:45 that evening
she had seen her boyfriend’s vehicle in the parking lot. The victim
went inside and questioned him as to why he had been there all day
which caused a physical altercation. The victim ran to her car with
the assailant chasing her in his vehicle. The victim had Cranston
Police meet her at her home in Cranston.
Cranston advised her to contact them should he show up and to call
and file a report with Warwick Police. Officer Parrillo did notify
dispatch at which time an ATL was put out on the subject in question.
Officer Castaldi responded to the Dabormida Club but and was
unable to get any quality information due to the bartenders and

patrons not being very cooperative with the Officer. (See 10-3056 OF)

Due to the aforementioned facts the management of Dabormida Club,
65 Prospect St., Warwick, is in violation of the following rules and
regulations issued by the Board of Public Safety for the orderly

operation of liquor establishments.

7. SUPERVISION OF LICENSED PREMISES AND ASSOCIATED
AREAS:



A. The licensed premises and associated parking and outside areas
and the conduct of patrons therein and thereon shall be properly
supervised by the licensee so as to preclude the annoyance or
disturbance of the public and persons residing in the surrounding
areas and to insure that no unlawful activity is engaged in by patrons,

agents, or employees.

D. All fights, disturbances or other violence shall be reported

Immediately to the

Warwick Police Department by the licensee.

verify that the occupants were employees. Officer Vargas was met



outside the bar by four individuals where one was known to Officer
Vargas as being an employee of the Prata Bar and Grill. The other
three subjects were unknown. The subjects did not provide Officer
Vargas with their names, however, they stated they did not work at
the bar. Officer Vargas sent the three subjects on their way after
establishing they had a sober adult to transport them home. Officer
Vargas entered the bar and met with the manager on-duty, who was
identified as Michael Prata who confirmed that the three subjects who
had been in the bar did not work there. Officer Vargas informed
Michael Prata of the liquor law violation as the patrons had been in
the establishment past 0130 hours. (10-3611-OF)

Due to the aforementioned facts the management of Prata’s Bar &
Grill, 1599 Post Road, Warwick, is in violation of the following rules
and regulations issued by the Board of Public Safety for the orderly

operation of liquor establishments.

A. All patrons shall leave the licensed premises within one-half hour
after the required closing time, and all employees shall leave the
licensed premises within one hour after the required closing time,

Larivee were already on the scene. Sergeant Snow then advised
Officer Marano that he had witnessed two patrons still to be in the bar
after 1:.30. Sergeant Read was out there previously on a call a few
days ago and warned the manager at the time for this same type of
violation.
