3.  Insurance Policy Update:

-Policy only covers those individuals who have dock rights.

-Looking into extending coverage for SHFD, officers and all residents.

-Policy only covers liability resulting from injuries occurring on SHFD

property, therefore we need to make it clear that the docks are SHFD

property

-Injuries and liability occurring on one’s boat are not covered by this

policy, therefore, it is very important for all boats to be insured.

-Discussion to protect ourselves from lawsuits: Should we require

that a certificate of insurance be presented to the Dock Chairman

before any boat be placed in the water?



-Recommended that the following language be added to Rule 4:

             “Notwithstanding the above, the docks are the property of the

SHFD.”

-Concern raised by insurance company representative on 6/6/08

about ROW 1 ramp needing some more non-slip material.
