DIRECTIONS TO THE PROVIDENCE FOUNDATION  
 
The Providence Foundation’s office is located in the West Building of the historic Old Union Station 
complex in downtown Providence.  It may be reached by auto:  

From Points South - Take 95 North to Exit 22, "Downtown Providence Rtes. 6 &10" and stay to the right to 
“Downtown Providence”.  At the 
light, continue straight for one 
block. Turn right at next 
intersection, then right again at 
first intersection.  The Providence 
Foundation Building is on the right 
at the next intersection (West 
Exchange Street), next to the 
Courtyard Marriott. 

From Points North - Take 95 
South to the Civic Center 
Interchange, Exit 22, Downtown 
Providence. Stay to the left on the 
ramp.  At the light, continue 
straight for one block. Turn right 
at next intersection, then right 
again at first intersection.  The 
Providence Foundation Building is 
on the right at the next 
intersection (West Exchange 
Street), next to the Courtyard 
Marriott. From Points East - 
Take I-195 West to I-95 North, 
then follow directions above for: 
“From Points South”.  
          From Points West - Follow 
Route 6 East to the Downtown 
Providence exit. Follow directions 
above for “From Points South”. 

Parking: On-street metered 
parking is available throughout 

downtown Providence. Parking is also available for a fee in lots and garages in the Old Union Station 
Complex and the nearby R.I. Convention Center. 

Public transit: Service to Downtown Providence and the Old Union Station area is provided via many of 
R.I. Public Transit Authority's routes and the Downtown LINK trolley which serve the adjacent Kennedy
